Do 

not approach! Do you wish to draw near? Be reconciled, and then draw near, and only then touch the Holy 

Gifts!‟ (Homily 20)

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The Presentation 

of Our Lord and 

Savior in the 

Temple 

February 2 
When the most pure Mother 

and Ever-Virgin Mary's forty 

days of purification had been 

fulfilled, she took her first-

born Son to Jerusalem on 

this, the fortieth day after His 

birth, that she might present 

Him in the temple according 

to the Law of Moses, which teaches that every first-born male 

child be dedicated to God, and also that she might offer the 

sacrifice of a pair of turtle-doves or two young pigeons, as 

required by the Law (Luke 2:22-24; Exod. 13:2; Lev. 12:6-8). 

On this same day, a just and devout man, the greatly aged 

Symeon, was also present in the temple, being guided by the 

Holy Spirit. For a long time, this man had been awaiting the 

salvation of God, and he had been informed by divine revela-

tion that he would not die until he beheld the Lord's Christ. 

Thus, when he beheld Him at that time and took Him up into 

his aged arms, he gave glory to God, singing: "Now lettest 

Thou Thy servant depart in peace, O Master. . ." And he con-

fessed that he would close his eyes joyfully, since he had seen 

the Light of revelation for the nations and the Glory of Israel 

(Luke 2:25-32). From ancient times, the Holy Church has 

retained this tradition of the churching of the mother and new

-born child on the fortieth day and of the reading of prayers of 

purification. 

The Apodosis of the Feast of the Meeting in the Temple is 

usually on the 9th of February. This, however, may vary if the 

Feast falls within the period of the Triodion. Should this oc-

cur, the Typicon should be consulted for specific information 

concerning the Apodosis of the Feast.

Ownership:  
It ALL belongs to God 

 

Definition of “steward” as “someone an owner entrusts with the management of his assets.” 

Is God really the owner of ALL? 

Psalm 24:1 (GNT) The world and all that is in it belong to the Lord; the earth and all who live on it are his. 

Deuteronomy 10:14 (GNT) To the Lord belong even the highest heavens; the earth is his also, and 

everything on it. 

Leviticus 25:23 (GNT) Your land must not be sold on a permanent basis, because you do not own it; it belongs 

to God, and you are like foreigners who are allowed to make use of it. 

1 Chronicles 29:11-12 (GNT) You are great and powerful, glorious, splendid, and majestic. Everything 

in heaven and earth is yours, and you are king, supreme ruler over all. All riches and wealth come from you; 

you rule everything by your strength and power; and you are able to make anyone great and strong. 

Job 41:3 (NIV) Who has claim against me that I must pay? Everything under heaven belongs to me. 

Psalm 50:10-12 (GNT) all the animals in the forest are mine and the cattle on thousands of hills. All the 

wild birds are mine and all living things in the fields. If I were hungry, I would not ask you for food, for the 

world and everything in it is mine. 

Haggai 2:8 (GNT) All the silver and gold of the world is mine. 

 

 

Search carefully, and you won‟t find a single verse of Scripture that suggests God has ever surrendered His 

ownership to us! 

Not only does God own everything, but He grants us our money-making skills and determines how much of His 

wealth He will entrust to us: 

“Remember the Lord your God, for it is He Who gives you the ability to produce wealth” (Deuteronomy 8:18) 

“The Lord makes poor and makes rich; He brings low and lifts up” (1 Samuel 2:7) 

In the financial world, a good investment manager doesn‟t do with his client‟s holdings what he feels like. Why? 

Because he knows those assets don‟t belong to him; they belong to his client. Good stewards always act in the 

owner‟s best interests, consulting and listening carefully to the owner in order to understand and implement his 

investment priorities.

Him, “What do YOU want me to do with YOUR money and YOUR possessions?” And shouldn‟t we be open to 

the possibility that He may want us to share large portions of His assets with those whose needs are greater than 

ours?
